Jamaica Festival Song Rules and Regulations

The Jamaica Festival Song Competition is open to Jamaican citizens and all other persons residing in
Jamaica for a period not less than two (2) years prior to the closing date of entry in the competition.

This competition is open to all songwriters. Employees of the JCDC and their immediate families are not
eligible to enter.

Each entry must include:

* Completed entry form with original signature. (photo-copied form accepted)
* CD containing one (1) song only, four (4) minutes or less in duration.

* Type-written Lyric Sheet

* Non-refundable entry fee of One Thousand Dollars (JAD $1,000.00)

The CD should contain only the entry song and should not have any part of the recording or label which
can identify neither the artiste(s), applicant, producer(s) or the songwriter (s).

The song may be based on any subject but should stir a feeling of celebration and national pride.
The music should be of Jamaican Rhythms, catchy and motivate listeners to sing along and/or dance.

All entries submitted must be original songs and should not infringe on any copyrights or any other rights
of any third party. Entrant shall, by entering, indemnify and hold the JCDC against any claims inconsistent
with the foregoing.

Songs with lyrics that are deemed to be indecent, derogatory, or libellous will be rejected.

The JCDC reserves the right to decide the method of selecting the winning song and also reserves the rights
to reject any or all entries submitted.

The JCDC will use its best efforts to announce the semi-finalists at a designated time, but will not be held
liable for any unforeseen delays. Semi-finalists will be notified of their selection by email or phone.

A maximum of ten (10) songs will be selected as finalists.

Entries not selected among the top ten must be collected from the JCDC by the last working day in May.
The JCDC will not be liable for any entries not collected by that date.

Finalists shall make themselves available, during the course of the competition, for all promotional activities
including but not limited to album launch, road shows and school tours.

The winner of the competition will be announced at the Grand Final Show or shortly thereafter.

Prizes for the winning song will be awarded to the applicant stated on the form. The appropriation of such
prizes to others who created, produced and/or performed the song will be the responsibility of the applicant.
