The applicant hereby assigns to the Jamaica Cultural Development Commission the non-exclusive worldwide rights to make and commercially exploit photo images, audiovisual
and sound recordings of the applicant's entry andlor performances rendered in the course of this competition. This assignment shall include the right to make and distribute
mechanical, audiovisual, sound and image carriers such as videos, DVDs and compact discs as well as the rights to broadcast on radio, television and the internet.

WARRANTIES

The applicant hereby warrants and represents that he/she is duly authorized to grant the rights abovementioned and hereby agrees to indemnify and hold the JCDC harmless
from and against all claims that may arise from third parties as a consequence of the exercise of the right granted to the JCDC. Applicant agrees to execute such other
agreements as may be necessary to give effect to the undertakings herein mentioned.

COMPENSATION TO APPLICANT

In the event that the JCDC shall receive cash remuneration from the commercial exploitation of a programme and/or performance, the applicant shall be
entitled to share equally with all applicants included in the programme or recording, fifty percent (50%) of the net proceeds received locally and forty percent
(40%) received from international sources by the JCDC. Net proceeds shall be determined after deduction of packaging, publishing, promotional and
distribution costs.

The Jamaica Festival Song Competition is open to Jamaican citizens and all persons residing in Jamaica for a period
not less than two (2) years at the closing date of entry to the Competition.

Applicants may submit a maximum of one (1) entry. The music, melody and lyrics of the songs must be original and
based on Jamaican rhythms.

Songs must not have been previously published or performed publicly.

Songs may be based on any subject however, songs with indecent or derogatory lyrics will be rejected.

Each entry form must be accompanied by:

(@) Non-refundable entry fee of five hundred dollars ($500.00)

(b) Type-written lyrics of the song

(c) An audio cassette, compact disc (CD) or digital audio tape (DAT) recording of the song (musically accompanied).
The audio cassette, CD or DAT should contain only the submitted work, without identification of the artiste or songwriter(s).
Songs must not exceed four minutes (4 mins.) including the introduction and ending.

Entries will be processed by a panel of assessors from various sectors of the entertainment industry.

A maximum of ten (10) songs will be selected as finalists. The JCDC reserves the right to reject any or all entries.
The rights of ownership of the song will remain with the songwriter(s) who shall be responsible for protecting his/their
copyright.

The JCDC reserves the right to use photographs of finalists and/or phonographic recordings for promotional use.
Finalists shall make themselves available for all promotional activities including album launch, road shows, school
tours etc. during the course of the Competition.

Prize money for the winning song will be divided as follows:

(a) one third (1/3) - Executive Producer/Owner of Recording

(b) one third (1/3) - Songwriter(s)

(c) one third (1/3) - Artiste(s)

Entires not selected must be collected from the JCDC by Monday, April 6, 2009. The JCDC will not be liable for any
entries uncollected after that date.

Participants and/or any of their agents whose behaviour is of such that will bring the Jamaica Festival Song

Competition or the JCDC into disrepute will be disqualified.
